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FUNDING SOURCES

Emergency Shelter Grants (ESG)

ESG awards grants for the rehabilitation or conversion of buildings into homeless shelters.  It also funds certain related social services, operating expenses, homeless prevention activities, and administrative costs.

All programs receiving ESG funds must participate in the Homeless Management Information System (HMIS).

Maximum 10% allowed for staff costs of operations related to an emergency shelter

Maximum 30% allowed for essential services

Maximum 30% allowed for prevention

Metro United Way

All funds must be used for operations, either for current programming or for new initiatives.  Operating funds may include direct program costs (including materials), financial assistance to clients, direct program personnel and contract services, administrative support related to the specific program, professional fees, and occupancy costs.  No funds may be used for construction, rehabilitation, or capital expenditures.
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
